Using Tips:

When you use the Click to Look Up and Screen Capture Recognition function, if you
found the texts of the screenshot area looks clear, but the results are not good, please try to
enlarge the document or program for WorldPenScan software to capture larger and clearer
text.
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As shown in the example below, although the text is clearly visible on the screen, it
may only be a fraction of the entire computer screen for the program, the texts are too

small and will lead to identify failure. If your computer screen resolution is high, please
pay attention to this situation.

3.5 Business Mode
